Richard Tysoe [author] on 01234 – 261960 richardtysoepoet@btinternet.com 

or:Michael Simmonds on 01234 – 308395 Michael.simmonds2@ntlworld.com 
 
 



 

The Priory new fund raising project for 2012-2013 is 
 Bedford Open Door. 

 

Bedford Open Door is a counselling service that offers free, confidential counselling 
to young people aged between 13-25. Fully qualified, professional counsellors 
deliver the service. There are five paid, part time employees: a Project Manager, 
Counselling Coordinator, Receptionist Coordinator, Receptionist/administrator and a  
fund raiser. 
The service was established in 1995 and is a registered charity. In 2011 it achieved 
British Association of Counselling and Psychotherapy( BACP) accreditation. This was 
achieved following a detailed analysis of the organisation. Between April 2010-
March 2011, 1014 counselling hours were given to clients.  
The recent spending cuts, announced by the government, has meant a loss of our 
core funding as Bedford Borough council no longer funds our service. 
We currently have a contract with the NHS which supports some of our work but 
this contract ends in June 2012. We have not yet been notified whether this funding 
will continue after that date. It is a real challenge for myself and the other trustees 
to continue to find the funds to keep our vital service running.  
The Priory social committee will be helping me to produce a programme of exciting 
events to tempt you into parting with your money. Hopefully we will soon have a 
programme of events available for you to browse through. Some well tried and 
popular events and some new ideas. 
 I am always happy to answer any questions about the work of Bedford Open Door. 
I usually attend contemporary worship but if you see me at coffee time do come 
and chat with me. I hope to be arranging to talk to some of you at Priory about the 
work of Bedford Open Door.  
Finally a big thank you in advance for all the support that you are offering for 
Bedford Open Door.
